Your neighborhood traffic committee has 
been working with the City of Phoenix Street 
Transportation Department to solve existing 
traffic problems. We have been approved to 
switch stop signs at specified corners to slow 
traffic on stretches of our streets without bar-
riers. Weôve also been approved to conduct a 
test for a traffic circle at 11th Avenue and 
Glenrosa and the City is to submit a redesign 
of a semi-diverter along 11th Avenue near 
Heatherbrae. We do not have a timeframe for 
when these things will take place but we will 
keep you informed. 
 

The goal of our committee is to improve the 
current neighborhood traffic conditions in a 
friendly, aesthetic and functional manner. We 
also want to be proactive with the City of 
Phoenix to create solutions that protect our 
neighborhood from traffic generated by future 
development.
